We
recommend you practice and time your pitch to ensure you're under the time limit.

Q. WHAT SHOULD WE INCLUDE IN OUR PITCH?

The rubric the judges will be using is here (PDF). This is what they're interested in:

¢ Innovation - What problem is the idea solving? Why does this problem matter? Is your solution
original or has it been done before? Why is your idea different to others?

e Impact - will your idea really make a difference? Is there potential for it to scale and grow? Is the
idea sustainable? How will you measure your impact?

¢ Implementation - how will the idea happen? Is it realistic? Have you thought about things like
budgets/timelines/risks? How will you make money?

Q. WHO ARE THE JUDGES? ARE THEY SCARY?

Meet the judges here. But no, they're not scary! They are all super interesting humans who are passionate

about hearing new ideas and supporting emerging entrepreneurs. They have started lots of their own
businesses and have all had successes, but also lots of failures. They all want to support you, the next

generation of Aussie changemakers.
